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APPENDIX II

ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR AND INTOXICATING DRUGS.

1. Alcoholic Liquor.
A. Arconor.

(1) The word “alcohol " is derived from the Arabic al-kukl
meaning * the fine powder” : the word became restricted to finely
powdered antimony, which was smeared round the eyes to give t‘herp a
Urilliant appearance. As the same result was obtained by drinking
fermented liquor, the latter received the name alcohol "' “'l'I'ICh subse-
quently became reserved for the active principle in such liquor. As
the study of chemistr- advanced it was found that there were several
bodies «f a similar c..aposition and these were called alcohols. These
bodies are hyrocarbonsin which one or more of the hydrogen atoms are
replaced by hydroxyl. Common aleohol, the particular alcohol with
which we are dealing, is ethyl alcohsl derived from Ethane, the
second member of the Paraffin group of hydrocarbons (Cn Han + 2)
and has the formula C; H: (OH) or C, H, O. As examples of other
alcohols may be mentioned methyl alcohol or carbinol CH, (OH), and
Prapenyl Alcokol or Glycerin, C; H; (OH);. Amyl, butyl and propyl
alcohols are the chief components of what is popularly known as fusel
oil. Ethyl aleohol or simply ~lcohol as it will be called hereafter in
this note, is formed by tle fermentation of certain kinds of sugar,
which split up into alcohol and earbon dioxide. For instance in the
case of grape sugar or glucose :—

C, Hys 0,=2C 0,+2Cs H, O.

Cane-sugar is first converted into glucose by assumption of water
thus :—

C: H,O,, +H, 0=2C, H,, O,

and the glucose is then decomposed as above. It is the carbon dioxide
which imparts effervescence to beer and sparkling wines, such as.
champagne, just as it does to ordinary aerated waters.

B. FERMENTATION,

(2) The process of fermentation is caused by the presence of certain
minute vegetable substances called “ferments,” and resembles the
process of decomposition whicl is similarly caused. These ferments
are always present in the air, bul they can be grown, and in order to
obtain the desired resulf it is wsual to add some substance such as
yeast _whn:h contains the proper ferment, namely Saccharamyces.
cercvisiae.

C. FErRMENTED Liguor.

(3) In the case of wines made from grapes (champagne, claret, port,
sherry, etc.), cider made {rom apples and fari mace from palm juice the
sugar is present in the natural juice.

(#) In the case of beer; which is macde fr‘om barley, the grain does
not contain sugar, but starch, and has to be ‘malted,” by soaking it in
water (dll it germinates. When germination has proceeded far enough,.
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the vitality of the seed is destroyed by kilndrying. During this process
a substance called diaslase is procduced. On boiling the malt in water,
the diastase turns the starch into glucose and substance called dextrin,
thus :—

Starch ‘Water Glucose Dextrin

On prolonged boiling the dextrin, which has the same cumposition as
the original starch, is converted entirely into glucose. Yeast produced
in a previous fermentation is then added to the liquid and turns the
gincose into alcohol. The bitter flavour is produced by the adclition of
hops, which also act as a preservative. Hops also have the peculiarity
that the bitter taste does not linger in the mouth as in the case of
©Other bitters.

(5) The counter {fermented liguor known as Mawza in Burma and
pachwai in India, is made from rice, which also contains starch. To
make this, the rice is steamed aund then a particular form of yeast
(imported from China) is added. The ferment contained in this yeast
turns the starch into gluicose and then turns the glucose into alcohol,
When the amount of alcohol reaches a certain point, the ferment is
Lilled by it. For this reason brandy is added to grape juice when
it is desired to make port, in order to kill the tcrment and leave a
certain amount of sugar in the juice, so as to make the resulting wine
sweet. The particular ferment used in making hlawza, can stand a
relatively large amount of alcohol without dying; in consequence of
this hlawza is much stronger than ordinary wines, such as claret, in
which fermentation has been pushed to its limit.

{6) The following palms are tapped for lari in Burma :—

Palmyra or lanbin (Borassus flabelliformis), dhani Nipa frulicans)
and cocoanut or onbin (Cocoa nucifera) and occisionally the talipot cr
pebin  (Corvdha umbraculifera). Elsewhere the dite ' Phoenyx
Silverstris), Sago (Caryola urens) -and dadasal (Areinga wighlii) are
employed for this purpose.

D. SpigiT.

{7) Alcoholic liquors made by fermentation alone are comparatively
weak. To obtain a stronger liquor, or spirit, it is necessary lto distil
tl-e fermented liquor. This is done by hoiling it, und cooling the steam.
Ag the boiling point of alcohol is considerably below thit of water,
judicions cooling of the steam condenses the alechcl, while the vipour
of water is allowed to pass on. Brandy is obtained thus from grape
wine, whisky frrm a fermented malt wash, and rum from a fermented
sugar wash. A flavourless spirit can be obtained from the distillation
of a fermented wash m :de from my starchy substance 's potatoes or
griin, and is known as “silent spirit” This when mized with various
ecsences is used to make imitation Erandy, Whisky, etc.

(8) The appiratus used for distillation is known 3s 2 still and there
are two chief varieties—the pot still and the continucus or putent still,
In the former the still is charged with wash and on the exhanstion of
the alcohol in the charge, it has to be recharged. [n the latter there is an
arrangement by which the s‘ill can bz fed with fresh wash and the spent
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wash can be removed so that the still can be worked without
intermission for days at a time. (Encyclopzdia Britannica, article
* alcohol ” Brant’s Distillation und Rectitication of alcohol. Bedford's
Technical. Excise Marual.

(9) Rectified spirit as defined by the British Pharmacopit should
be of specific gravity 0'8337 ; by that. of the Netherlands, 0830 to
0’834 of Germany, Switzerland and Norway, 08336 ; of Austria,
0838 ; of France, 0835 to 0841. It should be neniral, colourless,
volitilising without residue and free from other than Ethyl alcohol.

(10) Proof spirit was delined by 56 George 3 c. 140, as ** that which
at the temperature of 51° by Fihrenheit’s thermometer weighs exactly
twelve-thirteenth pa: s of an equal measure of distillec water." At the
temperatore of 60°F. 1t hasa specific gravity of 091976, water at the
same temperatore being taken as unity. It contains 49°28 per cent of
alechol by weight or 57°10 per cent by volume at 60°F. For rough
calculations, it may be taken as consisting of equal quantities of alcohol
and water. It is usually called " London-procf " or L.P.

(11) Spirit weaker than proof is described as so many degrees U.P.
(under-proof), and spirit stronger than proof as so many degrees O.P:
(over-proof) ; both are sometimes clescribed as so much per cent proof,
thus, a spirit of 5¢° U.P. cr 50 per cent proof means 50 volumes of
water and 50 of proot spirit ;60° U.P. or 40 per cent proof 60 \vater
and 40 proof spirit. On the other hand, 50° O.P. or 150 per cent proof
means that the spirit is of such a strength that, to every 100 volumes,
50 velumes of water have to be added to reduce it to proof strength.
In all the above the strengths are only good for the normal temperature
of 60°F. (See also paragraph 13 below.)

(12) The conversion of spirit from over-proof to under-proof, or
from a smaller to a greater degree under-progf is effected by dilution
with water, and is called Reduction.

{13) The Excise control of reducing operations is complicated by
the fact that when the alcohol and water are mixed a combinalion of
the two substances occurs accompanied by loss of volume. The effect
is greatest when 49°7 volumes f water and 54 volumes of alcohol are
mixed together, only 100 volumes of spirit being obtained instead of the
expected 1037 volumes. A similar though less strongly marked result
occurs when water is added to diluted alcohol. This phenomenon is
called " Contraction "', In contract distilleries and warehouses tables
are kept showing the amount of contraction at various strengths : with

the help of these the amount of water needed to reduce o the requirer
strenglh can be calculated,

(14) The following table compiled {rom Bedford's * Technical
Excise Manaal”™ and the British * Svirit Tables Specilic Gravity, "
gives oo strengths, ete., of wvarions alcoholic liquors. Tle specific
gravity s given at 60°F. referred to water at the same temperature as
unity,  Where two sets of finures are given against an item, they refer
to the ligher and lower linits of uenal strength.  The figures for
specific gravity given for wines, fermented liquors, etc., are only
throretic1l as the presence of various soluble matters other than alcoliol
obscives tne hydrometer readings.

(15) Cocaine, C.H.NO4 (Benzoyl methyl ecyonine C; HC,) N. CH
C_*___ﬁ,,ﬁ?)?)!g;{ is the characteristic alkaloid of the leaves of the shrub
Ervihroxylon Coca, a native of South America. It may be extracted
from the plant by the usual process and can also be made synthetically.
The alkaloid is very slightly soluble in waler and acrordingly for
medicinal purpose jts compound with hydrochloric acid, is used,
namely, Hydrochloride of cocaine C,H,NOQ4 HC,. This dissolves
readily in water. The drug has two actions (1) to paralyze the
peripheral terminations of sensory nerves, which is utilized medicinally
in the production of local anzesthesia, (2) to stimulate the central
nervous system, which is the object of the abuse of the drug. A
number of synthetic products having effects similar to cocaine are now
used as local anzsthetics ; they are for the most part amido
derivatives of oxybenzoic acids. Among them are : acoin, alpin, the
eucains, alpha and beta, euphthalmin, holocain, nirvanin, novocain,
orthoform, stovain and subcutin., (Allen's Commercial organic Analysis.
Wiltha}us Manual of Toxicology. May's Chemistry of Synthetic
Drugs.

F. Hemp Drugs,

(16) The hemp plant, Cannabis Saliva, a native of Western and
Central Asiais now widely distributed in temperate and tropical countries
and cultivated for the production or drugs and fibre, Hemp grown in
India is very different to (hat grown in Europe, and was formerly
known as Cannalis Indica, a hotanical distinction which is now
abandoned. The male and femalr flowers grow on different plants.
The resin which contains the active principle, occurs chiefly in the
female planis Ay alkaloid, Canahne, has been isolated. The three
principal forms of hemp' drugs, used in India, are (1) Ganja, consisting
of the anfertilised flowering shoots of the female plant grown on the
plains. Tr produce this the male plant is removed directly its flowers
appear. The narcotic principle entirely disappears after fertilization
has taken place. (2) Bhang, the dried leayes and fruiting shoots of
the plant grown on the lower hills of the Punjab, which (pes not
develop the narcotic property until t « fruits are mature : a sweetmeat
majum is preparecd from tivis form. 13) Charas the resin which exudes
naturally on the Jeaves, stems and {ruits of plants growing at an altitude
of 6,000 or 8,000 feet, Ganja crninins about 20 per cent, Bhang 10
per cent, and Charas 40 per cent f resin. These drugs are nerve
stimulants.

213. There shall be fixed up at the entrance of each shop a sign
board showing the retail price of ganja fixed under Rule 212.

214. The sale-limits of each ganja shopshall be fixed by the Collector.

215. The licensed retail vendor or the Resident Excise Officer, as
{he case may'be, shall keep a detailed account of the deily transactions
in ganja in a Stock Book in Form I.D.«4 appended to these Rules.

216. The Collector may appoint a Resident Excise Officer to supet-
vise the sale of gauja in any shop established under Rule 203. Andin
respect of all matters appertaining to the sale of ganja in that shop the
licensee shall be subject to the supsrvision and control of the Resident
Excise Officer so appointed.

217. All ganja remaining in the possession of a licensed retail
vendor on the expiration, cancellation, or surrender of his licence shall,
unless his licence is renewed, be surrendered by him tu the Collector ;
provided tbat the Collector may, instead of requiring the ganja to be so
surrendered, permit the out-going licensed retail vendor to sell it to the
in-coming licensed retail vendor or to such other in-coming licensed
retail vendor as the Collector may direct. The ganja shall be surren-
dered to Government or sold to the otherlicensee, as the case may be,
at such price not in excess of the price for the time being fixed under
Rule 20} for thatshop,as the Collector shall determine ;and such in-
coming licensed retail vendor shall, if the Collector so directs, be bound
under penalty of forfeiting his licence to buy such ganja at the price
fixedand in any quantity not exceeding that which the Collector may
determine to be ordinarily saleable in two months by such licensed retail
vendor :

Provided further that if the ganju or any part thereof be declared by
the Civil Surgeon to be unfit for use the Collector shall cause so much
of it as is unfit for use to be destroyed and vo compensation thereof
shall be payablé to any licensee,
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218. Where underthese rules a licensed retail vendor is required to
perform any act, that act may be performed on his behalf by an agent
appointed by him in writing and duly approved by the Collector.

V.—CULTIVATION

219. A person who desires to cultivate the hemp plant shall apply to

223. All licences issued under these rules shall ordinarily be for a
period of one year from the 1st April to the 31st March.

2. In thesc rules, the expression ' Wines " means any liquer, which
is mude from [ruits and sugar or from fruits or sugar mixed with any
other material, excluding malt or grain, and which has undergone a pro-
cess of fermentution but which has not undergone the process of distilla-
tion in the manufacture thereof. Use of otler alcohol wmanufactured in
other distilleries in  Burma is permitted for the sole purpose cf
fortification.

3. Any person desirous of obtaining a licence for the manufacture
of wines shall apply to the Collector of the District. “The apblication
shall be accompanied by a full description of the premises and utensils
in which the purpose of, and the distinguishing marks on, each}room,
place ind vessel shall be clearly specified. The Callectorshall forward
the application with" his report thereon, to the Commissioner of the
Division, who shall, if he supports the application, forward it with his
recommendatinn to the Excise Commissioner for sanction; or, the
Commissinner may reject the application without assigning any reason
to the applicant, but he shall record his reasons for so doing. In the
case of Rangoon, the Coilector shall submit the application direct to
the Excise Commissioner.

5. No licence shall be granted forlthe manufacture, storage or issue
of wines in premises already used as a clistillery.
